The Model’s powers remain unabated. This week a smallish wager on the Swans produced a team with the directional sense of a Catherine Wheel. I’ve not seen so many behinds since last wandering past the baboon enclosure at the Zoo. (BTW I just Googled “red bottom” and “monkey” to confirm the species of monkey that exhibit that particular characteristic. I would recommend strongly against repeating my action. It confirmed my belief that there are too many pages on the Web that just should not be there …) 
So, the share price drops another notch to 64.27c and we now have only 5 teams with whom we’ve profitably wagered - the teams in 1st, 2nd, 4th and 9th positions.
A lousy weekend on the tipping front too, with an 0 and 2 outcome.
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Two correct tips from 8 for the entire round, sees the Model now at 60 from 96 (62.5%).
Adelaide and Port Adelaide now hold the competition’s longest winning streaks (4 games). Port’s streak is particularly commendable as it came on the end of a potentially season-ending 4-game losing streak, and culminated with them toppling the competition leaders last weekend. It also included Carlton and Essendon though, so it’d not be wise to get too excited just ye. Speaking of Essendon, we now find them with an almost unassailable losing streak of 11 games. How long ago it seems that they beat the Swans at Docklands by almost 5 goals.
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This week I’ve included (in the Appendix), a season summary in which you can see the results for every game played this year, where it was played and when. On the right is a small extract from the table. From this extract you can see that Adelaide is currently 1st on 40 points and that, when they played at home against West Coast (at Football Park in Round 2 on the 9th April), West Coast (WC) won a tight contest 90-88. I’ll be updating this table each week. 

One of things that’s interesting to look at is how each team has fared against teams currently in the top eight of the ladder and teams in the bottom 8. Here’s how it looks:

So, what does this table tell us:

· The Swans are in trouble. They’re 1-4 against the Top 8 (a record no better than the 10th placed Richmond) and they’ve yet to play the teams in 1st and 2nd
· Western Bulldogs and, to a lesser extent, St Kilda are in the 8 largely because they’re weak-team bullies 

· Fremantle and Port Adelaide have fared reasonably well against the competition front-runners, only to let themselves down with 3-3 performances against the weaker teams.

· The Hawks remain in contention solely on the strength of their performance against teams in the bottom 8. They’re 0-5 against teams in the top 8.

· The competition is beginning to divide into the Strong and the Weak. With the exception of Sydney, all teams in positions 1 to 9 have beaten at least 2 of the teams in the top 8. Conversely, below position 9 no team has beaten more than 1 of the top 8 teams.

Next weekend we cross another 8 games of the “Still to Play” lists.
